●​ The Director’s Envelope for bands only entering the Parade will contain a program. 
●​ The Director’s Envelope for Parade and Field Show participants will contain: one 

program, the schedule for warm-up zone and time, and Field Show Entry wristbands 
(1 for each ten band members) and for chaperones. 

●​ The first step off for the parade is at 8:45 a.m. The step off times for your band are in 
the packet.  There is new landscaping on High Street that may require your band to 
close ranks after the performance block. 

●​ A map of the parade route is included on page 5 for distribution to parents. 
 
Directions to the Parade for Buses: 
 

●​ Take the Floral offramp and head East to Olive Avenue. Even if GPS tells you to turn 
on Orange, before the irrigation canal, do not do it. 

●​ Check in on Olive Street just after you cross Stillman Street. You will be directed to 
parking from there. 

●​ Private cars will not be able to park with the buses. They may park in the lot off 
Stillman. 

●​ A map of the directions to the parade for buses is included on page 4. 
 
Directions to the Parade for Spectators: 
 

●​ The parade will take place on High Street in downtown Selma. Many of the streets 
will be blocked so park as close as you can on any of the side streets.  

●​ A map of the parade route is included on page 5.  
 
Directions for Bands entered in both the Parade and Field Show (after the parade): 
 

●​ After the parade take Dockery to Floral, turn West (left.) 
  

●​ Turn North (right) on Wright St. to Jackson Elementary. There you will be met by our 
parking staff. Parking will be on Wright Street, and we will do our best to see that 
buses and equipment vehicles are parked together.  
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●​ Campsites have been assigned and are included in this packet. Please let your 
Booster Parents know where they should set up any food services. There will be a 
concession stand at the stadium and band students may come and go as needed.

●​ Staley Stadium will open at 12:00. The concession stand will also open at that time. 
The Opening Ceremony will be at 1:15 with the performances beginning at 1:30. 

 
●​ Field Show only Band Directors will pick up their Director’s Packet when they park. 

The packets will contain a program; times for warm-up zone; and Field Show Entry 
wristbands for distribution to chaperones and pit crew. 
 

●​ Campsites have been assigned and are listed on page 11. Please let your Booster 
Parents know where they should set up any food services. There will be a concession 
stand at the stadium and band students may come and go as needed.  If you do not 
need a campsite, please let us know as soon as possible. 
 

Bus Parking - Directions for Field Show Only Bands: 
 

●​ Buses, trucks and trailers will park on Wright St. Take the Floral offramp and head 
East to Wright Street. Turn North on Wright St. to Jackson Elementary School. There 
you will be met by our parking staff. Parking will be on Wright Street, and we will do 
our best to see that buses and equipment vehicles are parked together. 

●​ See the previous bus route map.  
 
Admission: 
 
Public Admission is through the Main Gate off Thompson, at the North Band entry gate and 
at the East gate. 

●​ General Admission is: 
$10.00 per person 
$5.00 for students 
$30.00 for a family of three or more  
Programs are $5.00. 
 

●​ There is no onsite parking for spectators. You may use the parking lots at the Selma 
Unified District Office, Shafer Park, and street parking. 
 

●​ There will be no Air Grams sold this year.  You can support the Selma High Band 
Boosters by buying Dippin Dots. 
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Camp Sites: 
 
Each band has been assigned a camp site.  Your Band name is on the map of Jackson 
Elementary, or Selma High. We would appreciate it if you would clean up your area before 
the awards in the evening. 
 
Restrooms: 
 
Restrooms are available on campus and inside the stadium. Please do not use restrooms as 
changing areas. 
 
Warmup: 
 
You may warm up on the designated field at the Jackson Elementary Campus or in the 
parking circle in front of the Selma High Campus facing away from the stadium.  There will 
be assigned warm-up times in the packet you receive at check-in. Please do not warm up at 
your campsite.  Out of courtesy for other bands, please wait until the zone is empty before 
moving in.  It is some distance from the warmup areas to the stadium. Leave enough time 
to be across from the gate 10 minutes prior to your performance. 
 
 
Staging: 
 
Arrive at the band entrance gate (north end of stadium, off Huntsman Ave.) 10 minutes 
before your performance. Bands enter and exit via this gate; exiting bands have priority. 
Entering bands must stay right on Huntsman until the previous band leaves. 
 
Props/Pit Crew: 
 
Pit crews are required to enter the stadium through the band gate. Please ensure that you 
bring your own conducting podium or ladder. Electricity is available near the sideline at 
the 50-yard line. Motorized vehicles are not permitted on the track, so all equipment must 
be pushed into the stadium. A designated drop-off area is located at the corner of 
Thompson and Huntsman. 
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Stadium Announcer: 
 
In accordance with CSBC guidelines, the announcer script will be prepared by CSBC using 
information submitted via Competition Suite. Should any last-minute modifications be 
necessary, please deliver the updated details to the press box at least 15 minutes prior to 
your scheduled performance. Otherwise, the announcer will proceed with the program 
notes provided. 
CSBC Announcement Format: 
 
PRE-SHOW 

●​ (At Performance Time) Announcer: School Name, you may now enter the field. You 
have four minutes before the final call. 

●​ (At 3 Minutes) Announcer: School Name, there are three minutes remaining until the 
final call. 

●​ (At 1 Minute) Announcer: School Name, one minute remains until the final call. 
●​ (At 30 Seconds) Announcer: Ladies and gentlemen, now taking the field, from Group 

Location, Band Name or Mascot. 
●​ (At 20 Seconds) Announcer: Drum Major(s), Name(s) (please separate names with 

commas), is your band ready? (Pause briefly for the salute; if no response, continue 
after five seconds.) 

●​ Announcer: Presenting their 2023 program, Show Title. 
●​ The California State Band Championships proudly presents Band Name or Mascot. 

(Conclude this announcement at 0:00.) 
 
Judges: 
 
Judges are provided by the California State Band Championships. Their website is 
csbc.compsuite.io  
 
Hospitality Area: 
 
You and your designated staff are invited to have something to eat and drink in the 
Hospitality tent at the North end of the stadium, members of the Rotary Club and judges 
will also use this area. 
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Performer Re-Entry and Seating: 
 
Students may re-enter the stadium after their performance through the performance gate 
or the gate between the High School and the stadium.  They should sit on the visitors’ side 
bleachers. 
 
Food and Programs: 
 
The concession stand will serve hot dogs, pizza, nachos, candy, and soft drinks. The 
concession stand menu is on page 13. Programs are $5.00. 
 
Drumline: 
 
We will have a drumline while the judges tally the scores.  If you are interested in 
participating, please call or text Char Tucker at 559-289-7848. 
 
Awards: 
 
Please send no more than 7 leaders to the leader staging area at the conclusion of the last 
band.  Awards will begin as soon as possible.  If you do not plan to stay for awards, please 
leave a designee to pick up your scores and trophies.
