Spectators: 
• Ticket purchases will be online or through a QR code only – NO CASH 
• Show proof of ticket receipt to receive a wristband 
• Gym access will only be allowed with wristband 
• No food or drink will be allowed in the gym 
• Concessions and snack bar will be available on site.  Cash or credit accepted. 
• You get to watch great performances! 
 
Directors/Staff: 
• Share ticket and show requirements with parents/fans 
• Arrive at contest site show ready 
• Extra volunteer (white) wristbands available at check-in ($3 each + online fee).  Card 

transactions only.  NO CASH. 
• Enter building at assigned check in time only 
• Read the Director packet! Show flow may have changed from the past. 
• Floor/props/floor crew stay with you through warm up flow 
• Personal belongings stay with you at all times 
• Sound checks offered at the discretion of the contest director 
• Floor crew must sit in visitor’s side of gym 
• Must exit the building immediately following performance with all belongings 
• No prop storage will be offered 
• A director badge may be presented to receive a wristband 
• No food or drink will be allowed in the gym 
 
Performers: 
• Arrive at contest site show ready 
• Only bring what is needed for the show into the building 
• Any personal items brought into the building must stay with you at all times 
• You will enter the building only at assigned check in time and exit immediately following your 

performance 
• Concessions and snack bar will be available on site.  Cash or credit accepted. 
• You get to perform! 
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At TCGC events, we strive to provide a minimum of seventy by one hundred feet (70’
X 100’) to accommodate a “safety zone” of five (5) feet from any spectator seating. If
no spectators are seated on the left and right sides, then the safety zone will be
eliminated on the left and right sides of the competition area and can extend to a
maximum of 106’ X 78’.

The “competition area” at this event measures 106’ X 70’. All performing groups must
be prepared to perform within that area. Floors (tarps) may not extend into the
safety zones per rules found in the WGI Adjudication Manual and Rulebook.
