Please familiarize yourself with the map and flow before your scheduled timeslots. You will
be responsible to get your unit to the areas necessary prior to and including performance.

BAND CHECK-IN: Check in will be on the east side of the school, marked on the map.

PASSES: Units have their Director and Staff Badges that were distributed for the season.
Performer/Participant wristbands will be distributed at Unit Check In. Bands receive 8
participant wristbands; 3A bands receive 12).
